“Healing from Suicide and Homicide” 

 
Donna is a bereaved sibling, survivor of the suicide of her brother Thomas, 9/11/02, and 
unsolved murder of her brother, Brian, on Christmas Day 2002; is a Mental Health Counselor 
for over 20 years, worked with families of 9/11 victims, Co-founder, Board Member and 
Chapter Leader (2002-2008) of LI/Suffolk County Parents of Murdered Children, a national 
organization for family & friends of murder victims, workshop presenter and group facilitator.  
 
This presentation will discuss the impact of suicide or homicide on family members, the extra 
dynamics of such a traumatic loss (involvement with police department and court system), 
what helps, the coping strategies for this all consuming grief, the hope of returning to normal 
and what we can do to “walk with them” in a meaningful way.
